 Invitation to Public Exhibition

 A2 Opportunities

 The A2 widening scheme which is currently underway between Pepperhill and Marling Cross presents a unique opportunity to consider an alternative use for the soon to be redundant carriageway and the land sandwiched between the southern edge of Gravesend and the new A2 carriageway.
